III. After School Program Update
a. Colleen is working with the JCC to bring an afterschool program to Burr
b. FOB feels an afterschool program will make Burr a more marketable and competitive school

c. JCC currently at other North Side CPS schools including LaSalle II, Nettlehorst and Pritzker etc.
d. Afterschool program will include help with homework, physical education, free play and special activities

e. The program will run from 2:45 to 5:30/6:00 p.m. and will also cover Track E breaks at their Lakeview campus

f. Students grades Kinder to 6th can attend 1-5 days per week; 10-pack option is also available 

g. The program needs at least 12 students enrolled

h. JCC will give money back to Burr for each student enrolled - $2.00 per student/day, i.e. 30 students = $10,200 distributed quarterly 

i. JCC offers scholarships

IV. Tracy Williams Update on 2010-2011 Kindergarten

a. 40 students split into 2 full-day classrooms

b. CPS funded (2) ½ day kindergarten teachers 
c. Additional kindergarten teacher approximately $81,000
d. Historically, Burr School kindergarten has been full-day and funded through discretionary moneys, which are based on the number of free/reduced lunch students

e. As demographics of Burr change, the number of free/reduced lunch students is declining

f. For 2010-2011, FOB has donated $31,500 towards kindergarten
g. Parent donations and fundraising needed to cover the shortfall

V. Future Full-Day Kindergarten Program

a. FOB feels full-day kindergarten is important to Burr school to continue growing Burr and making it competitive with other CPS schools 

b. Based on 2010-2011 class size, future parents will need to contribute approximately $2,000 for full-day kindergarten

c. On par with other north-side schools kindergarten contributions of $1,700-$3,200 per student

d. Additionally, FOB will donate 50% of future moneys to full-day kindergarten program

e. 2011-2012 parents can contribute now by making monthly payments to FOB through either monthly checks or PayPal on FOB website

f. Need a 2011-2012 kindergarten chair or parent representatives from each Pre-K classroom 

g. ??? will draft a letter to send home to Pre-K parents informing them of $2,000 kindergarten contribution

h. Nicole Cahill suggested we reconnect with OAE regarding full-day kindergarten and special programs
