January FOB Meeting Minutes 








1. Chicago Dance Institute Presentation 


Nicole Kawell and Jennifer Tengelsen attended the meeting to introduce and present a program we are hoping to bring to Burr from the Chicago Dance Institute. It is primarily geared at 4th and 5th graders and is a 2 week residency with the students. The program aims to integrate classroom curriculum into the teaching with music and dance. Other benefits include increased self esteem and physical activity. Each class of children will have instruction for 45 minutes a day for a period of 2 weeks, culminating to a performance for the school and parents on the final day. The program costs $6,000.00 and we are hoping to get these cost covered with grant money. 


2. LSC Elections and Nominees-the LSC elections are in April on the Wednesday of report card pick up. School parents and neighbors may cast up to 5 votes for the parent and community reps. There are 11 positions to fill. 6-parent reps, 2 teacher reps, 1 principal, and 2 community reps. I printed off some nomination forms that must be submitted by March 11th. Incoming members must complete 18 hours of training w/in 6 months of being appointed and need to be at every LSC meeting. The LSCs primary responsibilities are to select the principal, renew the principals contract, develop the School Plan for Advancing Academic Achievement (SIPAAA), and develop the schools budget.

A presentation was given by the gentleman from Wind Free who will be placing a Wind Turbine on Burr school. Be will be the first and only CPS school with a wind turbine in place. The Wind turbine will not provide power to the school, but will be an interactive piece on the 3rd floor in which the students can learn actively about wind power and energy. Eventually Wind Free would like the to see the students and teachers adopt and cultivate this project. It will have many interactive elements for the students to view. Students can see how much wind energy it takes for grow lights and help grow plants. They can power their laptops and cell phones from the wind power.
